While Memphis Catholic serves students from all socio-economic backgrounds and from all parts of Memphis,
Shelby County and even West Tennessee, Eastern Arkansas and Northern Mississippi, we have a special
commitment to the Jubilee Catholic Schools in Memphis. As the students in the Jubilee Schools approach their
high school years, we invite them to consider the unique opportunities available at Memphis Catholic High
School and Middle School, especially through the Education That Works pro%ram.

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As we all prepared for the beginning of our second year of Education That Works, we gathered many of the
sponsor organization mentors together to get set for the coming year. On our agenda were:

e Student SKill Sets — New and returning sponsor organizations heard what skills the students currently
possess (i.e. typing, filing, scanning, phone etiquette, etc.) and what skills they would be working on in
the Student Business Boot Camp. The key is to gain optimal value from the student workers while
identifying their strengths and weaknesses like with any other employee.

e Policies/Procedures — 2007/2008 Sponsor Handbooks were distributed and reviewed with the group. If
you were unable to attend or would like to review, please visit the Sponsor Links at
www.memphiscatholic.org. We focused on presenting a professional environment for the student
workers along with the need to hold to the program’s policies. One observation from 2006/2007 was
that in most situations where a student struggled in their work-study assignment, he or she was dealing
with a situation where either the student or the organization chose to “bend” the program rules (i.e. use
of headphones in the mailroom, etc.).

e Working with Student Workers — We discussed ideas on getting to know your student workers
through: Company orientation (setting expectations and breaking the ice), Dynamics of a young worker
(they want to please and are often worried about making mistakes) and Performance Evaluations (young
people actually thrive when they know the expectations and are held accountable). Also, we discussed
the fact that simply taking the time to ask the students about their interests and consistently showing
interest in their progress will help them relax and become more productive.

Student workers can now be more effectively assessed on their Microsoft Office and Typing skills with
Assessment software from Prove It! During the Student Business Boot Camp, students began using the
Microsoft Excel (Normal User) assessment to help the work-study staff assess the base level of competency for
students using the spreadsheet program. Teachers and work-study staff alike will provide additional training as
needed based on the assessments. Also, high school and middle school students have begun using the software
to assess their typing skills. The tool allows the students to take the assessment on one of five laptops, which
were donated in 2006-2007 by Mid-America Apartment Communities, and their results are uploaded
automatically to the Administrative site on the Internet.
